1. Chair’s Welcome/Announcements & Public Session

The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:32pm welcoming everyone to the November Meeting of Norton in Hales Parish Council. Two members of the public attended the Meeting.  One resident enquired about ownership of a footpath; The Chairman relayed information which suggests that Shropshire Council intends to hand over the future maintenance tot eh Parish Council but this will need clarification. The Chairman indicated that it may require resurfacing.  The Clerk requested a map with the footpath marked on it to send to Outdoor Partnerships to flag up the questionable surface.  A member of the In Bloom Group put forward a suggestion to develop the corner of Napely Drive with a retaining wall which could have planting.  This was a welcomed idea.

Apologies were received from Unitary Cllr R Aldcroft.

Cllr Nixon declared an interest in the poultry farm planning application, should it be discussed, as a neighbour.

4 Approval of the Minutes of the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 11th September 2018 & Extraordinary Meeting held on 24th October 2018
The Councillors confirmed that they had received and read both sets of the Minutes. Councillor Edwards proposed the September Minutes to be a true and accurate record, seconded by Cllr Treadern, all agreed.  Councillor Tresadern proposed the October Minutes to be a true and accurate record, seconded by Cllr Edwards, all agreed.  The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.
4 Action taken and matters arising from the Minutes (which are not otherwise included on the agenda)
It was reported that no new consultee reports have been added to the poultry farm application on Planning portal. It was suggested that the entrance shown is not the intended entrance.  It was noted that the stables in the adjacent field were relocated during the application process due to concerns over possible river contamination.  If the application proceeds to the Committee stage the Councillors agreed to nominate a speaker to represent the views of the Parish Council.

Three Parishes Neighbourhood Plan -  To receive the Minutes of the last meeting and to enable Councillors to discuss any matters arising; 
The next meeting of the Steering Group is on 21st November at Norton in Hales village hall.  Cllr Eardley gave an update.  The designated area is being put foward which comprises all parish areas (except those areas included in the Market Drayton Neighbourhood Plan).  Councillors discusse the MD NP briefly. The Clerk confirmed that she had sent a letter to Eddie West at Shropshire Council as requested to confirm the Parish’s agreement with the Inspector’s findings.  The Examiner’s report is due out shortly.  Cllr Eardley put forward a proposal to agree to pay for 2hrs per month to Adderley Clerk for administration of the joint plan, seconded by Cllr Groom, all agreed.

Issue with grid cover opposite Church Road to Napley – the cover is a couple of inches proud of the road surface and requires sinking.  The drain needs jetting.  It was reported that double white lines are needed on A53 to protect cars turning right to Betton from overtaking  vehicles travelling towards Loggerheads.  
c) General issues (to include salt bins for refilling)
Hedge on corner of Forge Lane require cutting. Grid blocking during rainfall.  Salt bins to be checked. Concerns over reports that Shropshire Council is considering four weekly collections expressed.
