Minutes of the Extraordinary Meeting held on 3rd August 2016 at the Jubilee Hall, Norton in Hales, at 7:30pm

1. Welcome & Public Session

Cllr Eardley welcomed everyone to the Meeting and opened proceedings at 7:30pm. Three members of the public were present.  

In relation to the planning item on the agenda, Mr Rigby commented that a topographical map has been included on the planning portal showing the elevation of the site above sea level – side near footpath entrance 110m above sea level, whilst the other end back of houses is shown as 106m above sea level ie a gradual slope exists across the site.  Mr Rigby queried this slope in the context of water drainage in times of climate change and heavy, persistent rainfall. He asked if a drainage expert had looked at this issue. Cllr Tydeman confirmed that SC consultants will have looked into this during the initial application process and as the application has been given permission it must be assumed that this matter has been considered.  Cllr Cliff checked the Planning Inspectorate documentation regarding the application and confirmed that the inspector must have taken this into consideration as conditions have been imposed on the permission that details of water disposal for the site must be submitted for approval prior to any works commencing.  Cllr Tydeman confirmed that the only outstanding issue in planning terms at this stage is the landscaping, which is the item for consideration at this meeting.  



2. Present, Apologies  and/or Absent : Cllrs Holland & Groom sent apologies.
3. Declaration of Disclosable Pecuniary or any other Interests: Cllr Eardley stated he would withdraw from the discussions of the planning item due to a pecuniary interest. 
4 Dispensations of DPIs: None


5 Finance
To approve/pay a grant to the Norton in Hales In Bloom Group £800 as agreed for this year’s budget.  Payment proposed by Cllr Tydeman, seconded by Cllr Cliff, all agreed. Cheque duly issued. 

Cllr Eardley proposed that the Members move forward to consider item 7 next before the planning item.  Cllr Eardley informed Councillors that Cllr Tydeman would then Chair the planning item and he would leave the Meeting.   All members agreed to this proposal and the Meeting moved forward to Agenda item 7.

Neighbourhood Plan - Cllr Eardley gave an overview of the Market Drayton Town Council’s current scheme to undertake a Neighbourhood Plan which will take the Council forward until 2026.  With the Plan in place the Town Council can then expect to receive 25% of any CiL monies due.  It was decided in January 2015 to undertake a Plan, and also a boundary review, to incorporate areas from Moreton Say and Adderley parishes.  The Governance Review has proposed not to extend the boundary and Norton in Hales PC has written to Shropshire Council to notify them that the PC does not support any proposal to extend Market Drayton’s boundary or to permit Market Drayton Town Council to the intention to annex 100 acres of N-I-H parish for development.  The document is due to be published in September for public consultation.  The proposal includes land at Victoria Farm and other nearby areas for waterside housing, a marina, a caravan park, a garden centre and an hotel.  Cllr Eardley outlined plans which include flood plain. Industrial land designated is by Hales Sawmill.  Areas from Adderley Parish include land by the railway line/gingerbread man.  The documents submitted by Market Drayton Town Council state they have approval from the parishes.  This is factually incorrect.  Cllr Edwards recently attended a public meeting hosted by the Town Council at the Red Lion which was advertised at short notice in the Shropshire Star.  Cllr Edwards noted that the maps showing areas to be included in the plan from N-I-H all stated ‘not for public release’, despite the maps being on show at a ‘public’ meeting.  Councillors queried the input from the Unitary Councillor for Norton.  Under the SAMDev plan, Norton is open countryside with no development.  Cllr Eardley explained the process of undertaking a Neighbourhood Plan.  Councillors discussed benefits of Norton in Hales potentially having its own Neighbourhood Plan in place. Another Parish can only include areas outside their own boundary if that land is not included within a Neighbourhood Plan for the Parish whose land it is.  Market Drayton expect their plan to be in place by May 2017.  Councillors reviewed the maps and discussed the areas being included.  Councillors expressed irritation at the lack of engagement and consultation Market Drayton Town Council has had with the Parishes.  Cll Eardley asked if Councillors wanted to register an interest in undertaking a Neighbourhood Plan in conjunction with the other Parishes (decisions at present not taken by Moreton Say; Adderley has taken the decision to register interest and investigate the possibility of undertaking its own plan (ideally in conjunction with the other 2 parishes)).  Some funding from the Parish Council may be required.  Grants available to cover several areas ie printing, postage etc.  
Important to register interest even if eventual outcome may mean that it isn’t completed – Councillors agreed that a Plan should only be undertaken if it is shown to be of absolute benefit for the Parish.  A Neighbourhood Plan would override planning regulations outlined in SAMDev and is absolute.  Cllr Eardley suggested liaising with the other Parishes involved and registering interest asap.  To discuss further and take a final decision at September’s meeting.  Cllr Nash from Adderley to come to speak at the September meeting.  Councillors agreed to register interest by the end September.  
8:14pm Cllr Eardley left the meeting; Cllr Tydeman took over as Chair for the remainder of the meeting.

Proposal:  Approval of reserved matters (landscaping for approval) pursuant to outline permission 14/01426/OUT for the erection of 17 dwellings
Applicant: Mr P Eardley (C/o Agent)
Councillors reviewed the documents.  Access to the site has already been agreed.  The only outstanding issue is the landscaping scheme.  Hedge appears to be all around the site (existing and new). Fencing to be installed on house boundary side.  Cllr Cliff expressed concerned over maintenance of the hedge long term.  Councillors discussed visibility by Chapel House.  Councillors agreed that they had no issues with the landscaping plans.  All agreed to support. Proposed by Cllr Tydeman, seconded by Cllr Cliff.  Public comments made in relation to drainage noted, however, the Councillors are only able to comment in relation to the landscaping as per the application requirement.  

There being no further business the Chair declared the Meeting closed at 8:26pm.
