1 The Chair welcomed everyone to the July Meeting, which was declared open at 7:33pm.  Nine members of the public were present.  The In Bloom Group expressed thanks for the new name location signs.  A request was made for the remainder of their allocated grant for additional planting. Councillors agreed to fulfil this.  Members reported that the Jubilee bed near old Post Office needs replanting.  Would like to keep the trees and turf the remainder and perhaps install a bench eventually. Visibility is now very difficult because of the overgrown planting.  Church hedge has now been cut.  Contractor is doing a good job on grounds maintenance but a couple of things do need addressing.  Councillors discussed the history of the triangle (drains underneath).  In Bloom group to formulate a proposal for the re-landscaping of the triangle.  A member of the public raised an email received from a resident complaining about the seating installed at the Hinds Head in front of the sandstone wall. Historically there were railings, then a picket fence followed by the sandstone wall.  Wooden encasement with seating has been installed (as yet incomplete) and planting will be behind.  Mr Neil has contacted conservation officer to come out to establish no breaches to the conservation area have been made.  This wall has not been in situ since the pub opened (photographic evidence to support this).  Safety and commercial reasons were behind this new seating area – safer for children.  Nothing has been demolished or removed. Matching planters around the pub.  Councillors expressed their support and commented a good job has been made but will await conservation officer’s comments.  Mrs Alma Burrows queried marks on kerbing outside her house.  Cllr  Eardley confirmed kerbing will be done in this financial year – Clerk to ask Highways for a date for works.

Devolution of Services – Discuss: Cllr Tydeman gave overview from a meeting. Market Drayton Town Council are looking to take over the swimming pool, library, car parks and visitor centre.  Two meetings scheduled for 18th July in Wem and Shirehall on 21st July at 4:30pm. Request for information on how much councils are spending on street lighting maintenance, grass cutting, and bus shelter cleaning. Councillors discussed possible future scenarios for services.  Cllr Tydeman made the point that unless the Parish is consulted on matters no contribution can be made.  ./2

Betton:
2 x potholes at junction of Betton Wood road and Market Drayton road by triangle.  Road surface has broken down on bend between Brownhills Grange and Brownhills Cottage.  Highways to be informed.
b)
Norton in Hales 
- Kerbs: replacement kerbs to go in conservation area proving difficult to source.  Insurance company want 2 quotes. Clerk to send Marshalls kerb info previously forwarded to Councillors again to see if a suitable product can be sourced;
- Bus Shelter: Clerk reported advert put in parish magazine asking for tenders but there was no take up.  Only one quote of £260 pa has been received – Councillors discussed and agreed to award the contract to B Walton.  Clerk to inform.
- Highways Site Visit – Cllr Eardley reported that he will continue to liaise with highways over the kerbs.  Grass verges traditionally cut at this time of year for the competitions – Councillors agreed to have done again this year c£300. Grids through village need jetting – Clerk to request jetter.  
Cllr Cliff queried responsibility for maintenance of ‘snicket’ between road and cricket pitch: Cllr Eardley suggested the P3 group might attend to this footpath. Clerk asked to write to Mr and Mrs J Dwyer at The Wicket to request that the overhanging hedge to be cut. Cllr Eardley to check and also check if the Napley Road light requires repair.

Market Drayton Neighbourhood Plan
Clerk gave overview of governance review process. Cllr Tydeman remarked that Market Drayton are actively progressing plans to develop the marina and have housing development.  Norton is registered as countryside.  Cllr Tydeman recommended Norton keeps its finger on how matters develop long term. Planned housing is on the Norton side not the Market Drayton side of the marina. Moreton Say is holding a Parish Council meeting on Thursday to discuss further objections to the boundary review. SANDev 2026 so only has another 10 years to run.  Councillors agreed to attend the meeting and review.

iii) Residential Development - Land Adjacent to Bearstone Road, Norton in Hales (ref. 15/05444/REM): Email received from Richard Denison giving answers to questions previously asked.  Works appear to have  commenced : Case officer to be asked to contact developer to confirm no works can be undertaken until reserved matters finalised.  Phased development appears to be the plan but this is more usual for larger developments.  Self build units (so no CiL payable).  Councillors discussed the ramifications of having approved reserved matters.  Beswick Lane and Bearstone Road sites both have 3 years for reserved matters approval. Cllr Cliff queried who builds the starter homes.  First four have been submitted for self build.  Temporary works – putting hoarding up along the site.  The Developer was present at the Meeting: Councillors gave approval for him to confirm that they need to prepare the ground however no development will take place until approval given.  He further confirmed that of the 14 plots some will be developed but some will be self build.  Cllr Tydeman expressed concerns as this way of developing the site is not what was agreed for the planning permission.  He further queried the building scheme overall as they may not be in keeping with the other local houses.  Cllr Tydeman suggested responding that Council is dissatisfied with the details and want to see plans for the whole site and pond scheme.  Need to have the overall picture.  The planting scheme cannot be viewed online.  Not happy to have the self build schemes. Clerk asked for clarification on CiL money and to request that all works to cease.   ../3
