Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 12th September 2017 at the Jubilee Hall

Chair’s Welcome and Announcements 
Cllr Eardley opened the Meeting at 7:32pm welcoming everyone to the September Meeting of the Parish Council.  There were 10 members of the public present.  Unitary Cllr R Aldcroft was in attendance.  Cllr Eardley requested a minutes’ silence in memory of former Chair of the Parish Council, and community stalwart, Mick Brassington.

 Public Session
Representations were received from residents relating to planning application 17/03643/REM Beswicks Lane.  Residents were thanked for attending and making their views known. Cllr Eardley encouraged them to respond online individually.  The general view was that Version 2 was an improvement on Version 1 however concerns still remained about the siting of a  three storey house near existing.  Landscaping was discussed with native hedging preferred.  Visibility requirements for accessing/exiting the site were considered.

New larger refuse collection lorries are being used which is causing issues locally. Residents are being asked to take bins to the lane entrance for collections.  Residents are taking this up with Shropshire Council.  Cllrs Edwards and Pennie thanked for their efforts in resolving the matter.
A visibility mirror is to be provided following a resident’s request and a site visit with the Highways Dept.

Overhanging branches by the bus shelter are to be removed by AR Richards.

Concerns were raised over access and the number of hedges to be removed.  Councillors expressed a preference for mixed native varieties. It was noted the development is not to be adopted by Shropshire Council and that no street lighting provision will be made.  The footpath/right of way from the field was considered.  Integration of the affordable housing into the scheme was discussed.  CiL contributions were discussed.  Councillors agreed to support the scheme with requests for native hedging, 43m provision for sight lines for egress purposes and footpath maintenance confirmation.
