ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

1 Welcome and Announcements

Cllr Eardley welcomed the Councillors and members of the public to the Annual Parish Meeting of Norton in Hales and formally opened the Meeting at 7:30pm.  15 members of the public were present.  

2 Present and/or Apologies

Apologies were received from Neil Groom. 
3 Minutes of the last Annual Parish Meeting held on 16th May 2017 – to receive

Councillors acknowledged receipt of the Minutes approved in draft at July 17 meeting. Cllr  prop Cllr seconded the Minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes

4 Matters arising from the Minutes.

No items raised.
5 The Report from the Chairman of Norton in Hales Parish Council.

The Chair gave his report giving an overview of the last year from a Parish Council perspective. 
6 Public Questions in respect of above report.

No questions raised in respect of the report. 
7
An opportunity for Members of the Parish to raise any matters for discussion
A representative from the Friends of Norton in Hales reported that the Friends are proposing a plaque be commissioned for all local soldiers who participated in any war which will be made in readiness for Armistice Day. It will be of A3 size to be presented to the Parish Council and to be installed in the bus shelter on 10th November.  The plaque will be unveiled by chair of the Parish Council after the Armistice Day service as the church goers leave the service.  The cost of the plaque will be £130 which will be split between the friends of Norton and the Parish Council. A brushed steel plate was recommended to reduce maintenance and any environmental impact; it will simply require regular wiping down with soapy water.  Rank and name only to be displayed.  Lead time 2-3 weeks for plaque.  
The representative then raised the P3 footpath delineated on Beswicks Lane – The developer has been asked to contribute to resurfacing of the path which currently has a very poor surface. Skimming out and hard core will be needed.  He requested that it be included on the Place Plan.  The Chair confirmed that this could be included and would be taken forward.  Cllr Tavernor enquired if the footpath land is still in private ownership although public right of way.  
A resident enquired about a ‘rumoured’ planning application and asked for an update. The Chair confirmed that no planning application has been received and therefore cannot comment upon it.  The Chair noted that the residents have some concerns but without details it is not possible to discuss it.  
The resident further raised concerns about speeding from Norton to Betton Cottages.  Clerk asked to chase Shropshire Council about cautionary signs which had been promised.  The Chair confirmed that they are holding a site visit this week with Highways and this matter will be discussed.  Residents put forward the view that the road is unsuitable for the amount and type of traffic using it and requested that Highways install traffic/speed monitoring strips.  Chris Smith – mobile traffic vas.  The Clerk confirmed that there are housing number requirements for 30mph zones, costs etc to be considered. NF monies can be put towards this. Will discuss with Highways at the site visit.  School traffic was raised as an issue, in terms of volume, speed and driving style.  Cllr Tavernor confirmed that local parents have raised this as an issue with the Head.  
The In Bloom representative reported that the Jubilee bed has been planted with spring flowering plants.  New bed on the village green has a commemorative tree in memory of Mick Brassington.  Stone plaque has been ordered which the PC offered to pay for.  The Chair said that the bed looks superb and thanked the In Bloom Group.  
There being no further matters raised the Chair declared the Meeting closed.

Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 13th March 2018

Cllr Pennie requested the inclusion of the words’ for professional reasons’ – all agreed.  Otherwise the Councillors agreed that the Minutes were a true and accurate record of the Meeting, proposed by Cllr Tavernor, seconded by Cllr Edwards, all agreed, the Chair duly signed the Minutes.

Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda)
Cllr Eardley gave an update from the Market Drayton Neighbourhood Plan meeting held to update the 3 parishes. Slide show presentation was given by the Town Clerk; copies were not permitted as they had not been ratified by the MD TC. It was noted that an area has now been designated for housing in Moreton Say Parish (Longford) not previously included in earlier versions of the Plan.  Cllr Eardley expressed reservations about due process.  Councillors agreed to watch progress and make representation at the appropriate time when the Plan goes before the Inspector.  Councillors agreed that there would be No financial benefit to Norton to have land from Norton Parish included in the Plan.  Community Enablement Officer, Nicola Fisher, had confirmed at the Meeting that any CiL local monies generated by development on the land annexed from the 3 parishes would be likely to be spent in Market Drayton as the service town, rather than put back into the 3 parishes to upgrade any infrastructure.

Betton
Site meeting scheduled for Thursday with Highways Department. 30 teams  out in Shropshire mending potholes- it is anticipated that the works will be complete by end of May /middle of June. Pothole reported at the entrance to Oakley Lane.

Norton in Hales (to include dog fouling issues) – Cricket Club are reporting dog fouling issues. No dogs allowed on the playing field.  New notices are to be put up.  Clerk to investigate more signage.

Playground inspections – Regular inspections highlighted that the blue ply-board on the multiplay needs replacing. Clerk to ask handyman to replace.  Anti-social threatening behaviour has been reported on the playground.  Councillors agreed to monitor this.  
The Chair reminded councillors that the council had received a request for adult equipment for the playgrounds. Another request has now been received. Cllr Eardley asked Members to consider upgrading/updating the equipment. NF money could be used for new equipment to support the additional development/residents in the village.

Steering group minutes have been circulated.  Cllr Edwards emphasised the need for input and commitment from the public.  Ian Sadler to join Steering Group– Jonathan Woodcock  offered services for help needed by the working parties; Cllrs Eardley and Tresadern to join the Steering Group; The next meeting is on 31st May2018 in Adderley.    An independent Chair is required for the Steering Group.

All agreed.  To outsource for one year then review.

Cllr Edwards proposed that the Council applies, seconded by Cllr Tavernor, all agreed. To take foward post internal audit.

Cllr Eardley reported that he has been involved in preliminary discussions about the proposed community car park with the Hinds Head.  A Solicitor has been suggested to oversee the lease.  It has been proposed that the Parish Council will take over the lease of the community car park, which will be built to alleviate the parking issues in the village. The PC will build and maintain it.  Parking issues outside the school were discussed. Electric car points to be installed in the car park.  Lighting and design to be decided later.  Cllr Eardley reported that there is £38k in the NF pot currently.  Cllr Eardley suggested that the final amount could reach c£70k.  The pub could contribute to the future maintenance costs.
