1. Welcome & Public Session

The Chair opened the Meeting at 7:30pm welcoming everyone to the November Meeting of the Norton in Hales Parish Council.  There were members of the public present and Unitary Cllr Cadwallader. 
Mr Lucas informed the Council that there are plans to revamp the website in the New Year. Crocus planting in aid of eliminating polio has taken place by the School children.  Website is well supported by the Community.  
2. Present, Apologies  and/or Absent – all present

5 Approval of the Minutes of the Extraordinary Meeting held on 18th October 2016 and the Ordinary Meeting held on 13th September 2016.  Councillors confirmed that they had received and read both sets of the Minutes circulated by the Clerk.  Cllr Tydeman proposed the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 13th September to be a true and accurate copy, seconded by Cllr Edwards, all agreed.  Cllr Tydeman proposed the Minutes of the Meeting held on 18th October them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Edwards, all agreed.  The Chair duly signed both sets of Minutes.

6 Action taken and matters arising from the Minutes (which are not otherwise included on the agenda) – Nothing brought forward.


7 Co-option of a Councillor – The Chair reported that the resident who had expressed interest in joining the Council has withdrawn due to ill health.  


8 Neighbourhood Plan – Discuss response to Market Drayton Town Council’s Neighbourhood Plan (which includes areas of land within Norton in Hales Parish for development)
Cllr Eardley gave an overview of the Adderley Parish Council Meeting at which a discussion took place around a possible Neighbourhood Plan with NIH, Adderley and Moreton Say Parish Councils.  A response to Market Drayton’s Neighbourhood Plan needs to go in by 21st November 2016.  Cllr Cadwallader stated that he believes Shropshire Council signed off the designated areas of Market Drayton’s Neighbourhood Plan incorporating land from Norton in Hales.  The application made by Market Drayton stated that consultation has taken place with the Parishes involved and no objections were received. Only 2 Unitary Councillors were named on the application dated December 2015.  The 1st draft of the plan also stated that consultation had taken place.  This came to light when Cllr Eardley attended a  a steering group meeting to review that draft and Cllr Eardley pointed out that no formal consultation had taken place between Market Drayton  Town Council and any of the Parishes.  This ‘claim’ was removed as a result.

Councillors discussed whether a review of this decision could be called for.  Members queried Market Drayton’s process of undertaking the Plan and overall lack of formal communication with the Parish Councils and consultation. Cllr Tydeman re-iterated his dissatisfaction about Market Drayton Town Council representatives misleading the Parishes over their intention to apply for a governance review of the boundary when showing maps outlining the designated area for the Neighbourhood Plan to representatives from the Parishes in May 2015; the application for a Governance review of the boundary had been submitted already.

Neighbourhood Plan cont
 Councillors discussed their views and a motion was proposed by Cllr Tydeman, seconded by Cllr Cliff  to delegate responsibility to formulate a response to the Neighbourhood Plan to the Chair and the Clerk to reflect the Council’s dissatisfaction in the way in which Market Drayton applied to register intent to undertake a Neighbourhood Plan incorporating areas from within neighbouring parishes, citing lack of communication and consultation throughout the process and finally, as it is contrary to current planning policy (NiH is registered as rural countryside in the SAMDev plan) and an intention to develop land from within the Parish goes against the aims and aspirations of the residents.  All agreed.  Resolved.  Cllr Eardley reported that less than 4% of people have responded to the Town Council’s consultation.  Our registration in SAMDev will be overwritten. Council Members raised the points that the original Canal side pub closed as it was unviable, why would another be successful?  Local people apparently want a marina, however, the one in Stone struggles – only the farm shop is doing well.  Members queried the reasoning and feasibility behind moving the Sports facility to a location outside the Town as it will mean children having to travel up to 2 miles to access it.  The Doctors’ surgery is already overstretched – 1200 houses ie 3-4 k people – could the health services cope with additional development?

Betton – pothole around manhole near Betton Lodge going towards Market Drayton.  Copy report sent to Highways to Cllr Cadwallader – Councillors noted a resident’s report of an ‘rta’ on chicane when resident collided with another vehicle: no warning signage permitted to date on basis no accident history.

Norton in Hales - 
- Kerbs – approval given by insurers now to commence works – monies to be forwarded.  Kerbs to be installed.  Strimming around the trees with a strimmer is reportedly catching the bark near the bus shelter– Cllr Holland to inspect but did not think that undue damage would be caused.  Cllr Cadwallader to chase jetting of grids. Clerk to report to Highways.

Devolution of Services – Cllr Cadwallader reported that the next Town and Parish Forum meeting  is now on hold until November 24th.  Precepts can be raised – need to look at a increasing possibly- need more info and facts needed.  Need to establish discretionary services.

· Any other correspondence received – Transparency Code Funding – Councillors discussed the requirement for WiFi for hall – Cllr Eardley suggested that the Parish Council could apply for  funding to assist the purchase of a projector, screen if necessary etc.  He suggested that £350 would be sufficient to purchase a projector (to plug into laptop) and a dedicated laptop.  These assets would be of benefit to village.  WiFi would enable the Hall to provide opportunities for ‘flicks in the sticks’, live streaming of lectures etc.  If Superfast broadband was to be made available in the hall residents could use if as a WiFi hotspot as local access to the internet is patchy.  Councillors discussed the wider community benefit and yearly costs.  Councillors discussed the Parish Council potentially contributing to installation of broadband.  They agreed that the Village Hall would be expected to recoup the revenue back in hire fees. Councillors discussed applying for a grant to buy a projector.  The motion to apply for a grant was proposed by Cllr Tydeman, seconded by Cllr Cliff, all agreed. Cllr Eardley to apply accordingly for a grant to purchase a projector and laptop.  Clerk to investigate the installation of a broadband connection for the hall.

Councillors discussed the application. No objections raised.  
Cllr Eardley reported that he had visited the site manager as agreed previously to discuss the footpath – shown definitive plan as per highways specification. Highways policy is to encourage people to walk into the village not out of it. Need and desire for footpath has been expressed for many years by several group in the village.  This has been over-ridden by Highways.  Cllr Cadwallader to ask task and finish group to look at procedure – sandstone wall should have been conservation issue – did conservation officer consider this matter and why was no proper comment given?   Councillors agreed that they were originally given to understand that the sandstone wall was to be replaced, and footpath to be installed to give safe passage to the village parking area on the horsewash.  Health and Safety issue.  5m short on length of expected path.  Telegraph pole to come out. Cllr Tydeman expressed the view that the planning dept routinely ignore views and wishes of Parish Councils.  Cllr Cliff stated that the sandstone walls throughout the village should be retained and maintained as it forms part of the design and history of Norton in hales.  Councillors expressed dissatisfaction in the planning dept. wall could have simply been replaced using the same stone.  Cllr Cadwallader to have the Scrutiny Committee to look at this application. Officers should fulfil their duties and are failing.  Council members put forward suggestions to enhance the village but the footpath and wall recommendations have been dismissed.  Councillors all agreed that they would like to put this case forward to scrutiny.
