1. Chair’s Welcome/Announcements & Public Session

The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:33pm.  Five members of the public were present. Cllr R Aldcroft attended the Meeting. An update was given on the progress of the proposed community car park.  Plans were circulated for information purposes showing the proposed layout.  3 changes were shown: one to allow some disabled spaces, electric charging points to be included (suitable to service up to 12 cars) and the rumble strip has been expanded. The car park needs to be slighter bigger to permit this facility. Small tarmac-ed area.  A small section of the right hand corner on the splay will have to be taken out to improve visability.  The ownership of the corner is unknown – The applicant will be applying to make a small change to this piece of land. The application is now ready to be submitted to Shropshire Council. Full drainage report is not included at this stage, it will be outline only.  The In Bloom group are to be consulted as to landscaping.  Change of use application with a charge of £462 (PC to pay for this as agreed at December’s Meeting.)  Cllr Tresadern raised the matter of dog walkers using this field for exercising their dogs. It was confirmed that the field is private property and dog walkers should not be using it.  Once the car park has been built signage will be considered and decided upon.  A discussion followed regarding possible ownership of the corner of land.  The total numbers of car parking spaces is now 36.  Cllr Aldcroft confirmed that he supported the proposal for the proposed community car park. 
An excellent report was given about the community website and Facebook pages.  The most recent post has been seen by over 500 people.  A request was received for continued financial support for the website running costs.  
A request was received for a hard surface on the footpath at chapel lane. The landowner intends to maintain it as a grassed surface. The Chairman said this could be reviewed going forward, perhaps using Neighbourhood Fund money to put down a harder surface.  Footpath Main Road to Chapel Lane has been closed for longer now than the original planned 6 months. The Chairman gave an update on progress.  
The local NW co-ordinator for NIH gave an update – The 2 year membership funded by the PC has now expired.  A request was submitted for this to be extended.  £4 per household for 2 years.  £320 for the Parish.  C80 households are currently participating.  Councillors noted the item is to be discussed under Housekeeping.
A resident commented that some footpaths are limited by electric fencing.  He complained that one path had been re-routed over the summer around the edge of a field. The Clerk advised that the footpath numbers are required and perhaps photos in order to report the matter. This can be reported direct to Shropshire council or via the Clerk.

Cllrs Ian Sadler and Jonathan Nixon sent apologies for the meeting which were duly accepted by the Council.

A suggestion has come forward to relocate the sports field nearer to the proposed marina site and to have some enabling housing in this area. This is under review and will be consulted upon.

Cllr Eardley requested confirmation that councillors are content with the current grounds maintenance arrangements which is on a 3 year fixed contract.  Cllr Eardley proposed to confirm the arrangements and contract, seconded by Cllr Groom, all agreed.
