Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements  & Public Session

Approval of the Minutes : To approve the Minutes of the Remote Parish Council Meeting held on 10th November 2020
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. They were proposed as a true and accurate record by Cllr Edwards, seconded by Cllr Sadler, all agreed. Resolved. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

Cllr Moulson reported that the replacement interpretation board for Parton’s Pool has now been sorted.
Cllr Eardley reminded Councillors that a contribution to the Neighbourhood Watch scheme would need to be included into the budget.

Cllr Eardley reported that the bus shelter guttering was not quite finished, the handyman would return tomorrow morning to complete the job.  One water butt has been installed however another could be added at a later date if required. The pole at the end of Forge Lane will be painted tomorrow.

Three Parishes Neighbourhood Plan -   to enable Councillors to discuss any matters arising 
Cllr Sadler reported 146 responses had been received out of 685 households, equivalent to a 21.3% response.  The due date for all filings have been extended to 13th November.  There is a meeting tomorrow evening to look at the 87 page report.  Cllr Sadler will email an update after the meeting to all Councillors.

Betton 

The Oakley Lane flooding issues continue.  Flooding problems were also reported at the Betton triangle – riparian land owners responsibilities should be enforced.  Action: Clerk to liaise with Shropshire Council to request matters are attended to.  A pothole was reported at Betton crossings.  A style has been replaced in Betton.  The bridge has been reported to Shropshire Council for attention.  Cllr Eardley will apply for x20 waymarkers for footpaths.

Norton in Hales



Pothole on Bellaport Road by Church Walks.  A grid is overflowing over the railway bridge at Bellaport Road. Cllr Eardley reported this before Christmas.  Dog fouling was reported by Councillors as a continuing issue.  Sound evidence is required to report offenders to the Dog Warden. Fixed penalty notices can be issued to offenders.
Complaints have been received regarding excess vehicles parking outside Church Way which probably do not correspond with the terms of the tenancy agreements.  The vehicles are blocking the road and pavement. Action: Clerk to contact the housing agency to report. 
c)
General issues to inc dog waste bins; footpaths - to enable Councillors to discuss any footpath concerns: Permissive footpath concerns have been received concerning a route in Betton.  Notices refusing access have now been removed. 
d)
Oakley Lane flooding issues/Shropshire Council/AR Richards
Issues continuing as reported above. The Parish Council and Cllr Aldcroft are continuing to press for remedial action.  Shropshire Council has agreed to pay for drainage works planned with AR Richards as contractor.  The Parish Council has been asked to commission the work with AR Richards.  Shropshire Council has requested the funding internally. The Parish Council will be refunded costs.  AR Richards is waiting for clarification from Shropshire Council for pipe dimensions.  Cllr Eardley reported dissatisfaction with Shropshire Council’s handling of this mater – The matter was first reported a year ago and a plan of action put forward, but Shropshire Council failed to act which has left residents unable to leave their homes as a result of the flooding on many occasions. Cllr Eardley commented that Shropshire Council has, therefore, wasted thousands of pounds repeatedly sending tankers to remove the water because they didn’t take action sooner.

Street lighting upgrade - update
The Clerk reported that Eon has givena  quote of £13020.12 for the street lighting upgrade. This can be done using Neighbourhood Fund money.  Teh Griffin Close lights due for replacement will be invoiced separately as this will be paid via an insurance claim.  There will be considerable savings in supply costs following the LED upgrade.  Councillors reviewed the bracket and fittings for heritage style lanterns for the conservation area. The Clerk will give the preference to Eon.  Cllr Moulson proposed that the Parish Council approves the upgrade, seconded by Cllr Sadler, all agreed. Action: Clerk to commission the street lighting upgrade with heritage style lanterns for the conservation area. The Clerk is progressing the insurance claim for the replacement Griffin Close column.

Bradlingstone magazine funding request 

Councillors considered a request from the Bradlingstone Magazine for £500 towards annual running costs.  Councillors referred to the copy of the accounts provided and noted donations received from other parish groups, such as the In Bloom Group. Councillors expressed concerns that groups which receive Parish Council grants are in turn themselves giving donations to the magazine.  It was noted that this is the third request for funding received. The initial request was for a start up grant. A second grant was given with a request that the publication aims to be self funding and with the intention that this would be the final PC grant given.
