Cllr Aldcroft reported a quiet time at Shropshire Council.  The Ridgwardine Road isues have been reported.  He gave an update on the Shrosphire Council pension fund.  He reported that there are plans for a new Council headquarters with the intention to sell off the Shirehall site.  95% of staff have been working from home with 90% indicating a willingness to continue.  A new civic centre is a possibility.  The aim is to have this in place by 2023.  Hubs will be created in the Market Towns. The re-instatement of car parking charges is happening as of today’s date.  A Councillor asked about COVID-19 tracking, Cllr Aldcroft confirmed that SC is receiving daily NHS updates.  Cllr Aldcroft was thanked for attending.

Three Parishes Neighbourhood Plan -   to enable Councillors to discuss any matters arising 
Cllr Sadler reported little progress due to the pandemic.  The Housing Needs document is being reviewed.  This will be based on statistics up to 2011.  Comments will be copied to Councillors for information.  The Land by Norton Farm is not currently included but the intention is to put it in.  Cllrs Tresadern and Sadler gave a further update on the survey – most of the data is currently out of date and of little relevance now.  Opinion seems to be that NIH has no need for further affordable homes as the current provision is probably adequate and the lack of local facilities ie shops/public transport would make further provision difficult to support.

Address:  Land Adjacent Norton Farm, Main Road, Norton In Hales, Shropshire
Proposal:  Mixed residential development of 8 bungalows with garaging using existing vehicular access; formation of estate roads and pedestrian footpath link (re-submission)
 The discussed the re-submitted application.
Members agreed that they are very much in support of this application's proposals and approve the development of this site.  Cllr Eardley confirmed that the developer has verbally agreed to the extension of the footway (approx 10m) from Pear Tree Croft to the entrance of the site on Main Road.  Members agreed that they would be keen to have this included into the planning conditions to make a safer pedestrian access not only for the housing's future occupants, but also for access from the village to the Horsewash which is used as an overflow car park for the village, particularly for the Hall.  The Members agreed that they would not be in favour of a 'gated community' style development on this site as it would be out of keeping in this setting.
The Councillors confirmed that they would be in favour of including this site into its Neighbourhood Plan and also into the Local Plan, and has made requests to do so.  Strong support proposed by Cllr Eardley, seconded by Cllr Nixon, all agreed. Clerk to submit the response to Shropshire Council.

Chairman’s update on the proposed community car park
Cllr Eardley reported steady progress.  A quote for construction works has been received for £60K.  The Hinds Head directors have agreed to finance the tarmac-ing which will be c£13-14k + VAT.  The Parish Council legal bill is expected to be c£1k.  A power supply will be needed to be installed to the site to provide lighting and the proposed car charging points .  This is expected to be c£4900 + VAT.  Between 4-6 lights will be needed on site for health and safety. The BT manhold in the entrance will need to be moved.  It is hoped that a 99 year lease with a 50 year break clause can be agreed.  Cllr Eardley will source car charging quotes.  The Clerk recommended applying for a CiL Local Fund grant.  Cllr Eardley proposed submitting the application, seconded by Cllr Mason, all agreed.
