Neighbourhood Watch 
A request has been received for the Parish Council to continue to fund Neighbourhood Watch membership for residents for the next 2 years.  This will cost £200pa.  Cllr Mason proposed making an allocation in the next financial year’s budget to fund the membership, seconded by Cllr Moulson, all agreed. Resolved.

Councillors discussed a proposal to purchase new goal posts for the playing field.  Cllr Eardley reported that the Playing Field Association is having some difficulties with insurance for goals; Cllrs discussed 5 aside collapsible goals as an alternative or perhaps a single full sized goal. Proposed community car park to include:

a
Application to Shropshire Council for CiL Local funding
Cllr Eardley confirmed that an application for CiL Local funds has been made to Shropshire Council to aid financing the delevopment of the proposed community car park.  Feedback so far has been positive from Shropshire Council.  The next Internal Infrastructure Group meeting will be in October to consider applications.  The Clerk was asked to enquire as to whether/when work could be started to get ahead of the winter weather.
b
Car charging points – quotes for consideration
Cllr Eardley has obtained quotes for charging points.  3 x 3 hour charging points would cost in the region of £5750. Alternatively for a similar price, 6 x 8 hour charging points could be provided.   Overall costs for the development of the car park are anticipated to be in the region of £61,500.  The number of charging points put in to future proof the car park will be dependent at this stage upon whether the CiL Local application is successful.
c
Car park lease agreement – for consideration/approval

Cllr Eardley reported that the Lease is still under consideration.  A peppercorn rent, with set annual increases, is to be included. They are looking at a substantial lease length time to warrant the financial input from the Parish Council.  The insurance company will need to be consulted when the terms of the lease have been agreed. 
Cllr Sadler proposed proceeding with the proposal to develop the car park, seconded by Cllr Moulson, all agreed. Resolved. Councillors agreed to meet in October if necessary to review/agree the Lease if it is ready.  The contractor will need to be instructed upon confirmation of funding.
