Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council Meeting held on 9th July 2019 at the Jubilee Hall, 
Norton in Hales

Chair’s Welcome/Announcements & Public Session

The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:30pm welcoming the 8 members of the public present. Unitary Cllr R Aldcroft attended the Meeting. 
A resident raised the installation of a kissing gate which has been installed in the centre of Norton in Hales, which is a conservation area. He queried if this meets the requirements of the conservation policies. He further commented that the kerbing is a trip hazard. He requested that a wooden gate replaces it.  The Chairman reported that the area was put in as a refuge as Shropshire Council’s condition of planning. The gate was removed from the far side of the plot and relocated to this position.  The Chairman has liaised with the developers to request whether they will replace it with a wooden gate. The Chairman requested that any emails be directed to the Parish Council email address rather than using Councillors personal email address.
A second resident commented that a hedge reported as a visibility issue has now been trimmed but it is inadequate as people still cannot pass along the footway clearly.  He commented further about the speed at which tractors are travelling through the village with equipment on the back.  Another resident also commented upon the weight of the tractors which is felt to be overweight.  Ridgwardine junction in Betton an issue with water running off the fields. A blocked rain perhaps is to blame.  Cllr Aldcroft recommended alerting the NFU and Young Farmers to the problem.  
Residents complained that the population in NIH has increased by 30% without any infrastructure upgrade or bus service.  Shropshire Council is the Planning Authority which determines development in Shropshire.  Cllr Aldcroft recommended residents respond to the Local Plan Review about the roads and general infrastructure.  C1200 houses are due to be built in the Market Drayton area until 2036.  These will mainly be given an urban focus rather than rural.  Residents commented that Shropshire Council says the roads in the Norton area are safe but the local view is very different. Goal on recreation field was raised as being in need of replacement. They were cited as being too small and unfit for purpose. Would like a full size set to be installed.  Nets would be preferable but would be kept stored.  Member of the public to source two quotes and the Parish Council will source another.  
A member of the public raised a planning application which has been submitted for 8 bungalows.   Impact on nearby residents and highways, pollution were cited as objections.    The Chairman confirmed that Norton in Hales is registered as rural countryside in the Local Plan and Shropshire Council can currently demonstrate a five year housing land supply.  
All but one member of the public left the Meeting.

Cllr Nixon raised a concern relating to the A53 turning to Betton with Cllr Aldcroft. Councillor Nixon suggested that double white lines would be useful to protect traffic turning to Betton from vehicles overtaking on the approach to the junction. Now that the A53 works have finished this can be taken forward with the engineer.

Unitary Councillor:  Highways Department – still looking for 5 people to take up new posts.  Lots of personnel changes.  Problems are being had with Kier.  Certain repairs are not being done ie repairs to signage.  Potholes have been marked up locally but have not been repaired.  Cllr Aldcroft reported that he is trying to get the Police to raise their presence locally – they don’t seem keen to have local speed watch schemes. Cllr Groom commented that such schemes would be useful in Norton to slow the traffic down. Speed data collections in Norton have previously shown that speed limits are adhered to.

Councillors gave their views on the proposals.  Proposed Cllr Groom proposed objecting to the application, seconded by Cllr Tresadern, all agreed.  

Cllr Aldcroft confirmed that the poultry unit application will probably be dealt by committee at the end of July.
