1. Chair’s Welcome/Announcements & Public Session

Cllr Eardley welcomed everyone to the September Meeting of the Parish Council, opening the Meeting at 7:31pm with the public session.  Six members of the public attended the Meeting. Cllr R Aldcroft attended the meeting.  A member of the public expressed personal appreciation for the life and contribution to the community made by Mary Keay, who recently passed away aged 94.  

The resident queried the lack of agenda posting in Betton. Cllr Eardley reminded the Council that a couple of years ago he had requested a possible site for a notice board in Betton.  However, as none had come forward and the posting of notices on the telegraph pole was untidy it had been decided to put a stop to the practice as electronic methods of communication were now vastly improved with the community website, Parish Council website and community Facebook page.  The notices will continue to be displayed on the notice board in Norton.  The resident reported great success with the community website reaching a global audience. A recent article about evacuees from Manchester sent to Norton posted on the Facebook page had been particularly well received.   

Quotes for new adult outside gym equipment had been sourced and forwarded to the Parish Council for consideration. Cllr Eardley recommended that the group proposing the purchase investigates external funding and keeping the Parish Council informed.  It had been agreed that the creation of a community car park must take precedence for Neighbourhood Fund money spend.

A representative from the Hinds Head presented 3 options to the Council as possible routes to progress the scheme. Councillors discussed the feasibility of the 3, discounted option 3 and agreed that a middle ground between options 1 and 2 might be best.  The Council requested that a planning application be submitted by the Hinds Head in order to start the project. This item will be taken forward once Shropshire Council have given views on surface and, therefore, a suitable drainage scheme can be devised accordingly.  (Cllr R Aldcroft did not participate in the discussion.)

Unitary Councillor

Cllr Aldcroft reported that the Market Drayton Neighbourhood Plan would be considered by an examiner appointed by Shropshire Council on 27th September at the Town Hall, thereby commencing the consultation period.  He reported that Customer First is considering a move to the Town Hall, the proposition of relocating to Raven House having not been particularly well received.  Cllr Aldcroft had requested weekly visits to the villages by the mobile policing units.  The HS2 section planned to go beyond Woore may now not go ahead. Shropshire Council is still reviewing spend of the CiL Local funds gathered, the total having been collected is now c£17m of which very little has been spent.  Cllr Aldcroft gave a brief update on the hospitals and Ambulance Service.

He reported that the scheme proposed had been well thought out. It was recognised that the biggest challenge is public access (transport) to the hospitals.
