1 Welcome & Public Session

5 Place Plan Review – to enable Councillors to consider/agree a response
Councillors reviewed the current priorities listed for the Parish.  It was agreed that the current level of affordable housing is adequate and could be downgraded to ‘key’.  Broadband provision should be made ‘critical’.  Requirement for adult outdoor exercise equipment should be included.  The remote chapel should be made a priority. The car park changed to ‘priority’. Signage has been updated so could be removed.  To downscale the wall to ‘key’.  Hearing loop to be removed as one has been installed in the Hall.  To also include that the Parish Council has established a need to do a complex neighbourhood plan with Adderley and Moreton Say – ‘critical’.  Clerk to submit changes.
