No members of the public were present.  The Chair welcomed the Councillors to the Meeting and opened proceedings at 7:30pm.

To approve/pay a donation to Norton in Hales C of E Primary School:
Cllr Eardley outlined the request from the school for a donation towards the £750 needed to put towards a replacement wooden train for the playground.  The School has raised £250. Cllrs discussed the request and Cllr Tydeman proposed supporting the School in their request to the amount of £500.  Seconded by Cllr Cliff. All agreed.

Cllr Tydeman proposed supporting the application, seconded by Cllr Groomm, all agreed.

Reference:  16/04166/FUL  (validated: 28/09/2016)
Address:  Plot 1 Proposed Residential Development Land Off, Bearstone Road, Norton In Hales, Shropshire
Proposal:  Erection of 1No detached self-build dwelling, double garage and formation of private access off approved estate road
Applicant: JRT Developments Ltd (Old Station Yard, Pipegate, Market Drayton, TF9 4HU)
Cllr considered the plans and discussed the proposed scheme. Councillors discussed self builds.  Concerned numerous self builds within this development and the PC believed the self build dispensation applied to individual plots rather than multiple self builds on the same development of numerous houses.  Councillors raised the matter of the CiL monies loophole which will result in the Parish being disadvantaged as there will be no financial benefit to the Parish.  Councillors raised no objections to the proposals. Cllr Tydeman proposed supporting the application , seconded by Cllr Groom all agreed.

Clerk to email Cllr Cadwallader to remind him he was investigating the conditions attached to the planning permission regarding the replacement of the sandstone wall and hedge and the length of the footway.  Also the telegraph pole was due to be relocated.

Proposal:  Erection of a two storey double garage with store over following demolition of existing garage
Applicant: Mr J Moran (Oakdale, Betton, MARKET DRAYTON, TF9 4AB)
Cllr Edwards proposed supporting the application, seconded by Cllr Tydeman.  All agreed.

Market Drayton Town Council’s Neighbourhood Plan

Cllr Eardley gave an overview from this morning’s md steering group meeting. The plan is now complete and out for consultation, responses due by 21st November.  Cllr Eardley reminded Councillors of the land from Norton in Hales, Adderley and Moreton Say which has been included in the plan.  Norton in Hales has countryside status in SAMDev, lack of communication and consultation. Cllr Eadley also reported back from the Adderley meeting last Wednesday.  Cllr Nash from Adderley has completed the form to register interest for the 3 parishes (complex).  Can claim up to £15 in grants – 2 of the Parishes are described as deprived due to the limited access to services (Adderley and Moreton Say – in terms of deprived areas Adderley is in the bottom 10% in country).  Councillors discussed whether the Parish Council wants to proceed.  36 stages to go through – 6 weeks consultation, then steering group amend plan – ratified by Shropshire Council, then examined.  Eventually will go for a referendum.  Councillors discussed future sports provision being moved out of the town to Moreton Say. Queried how children will access the proposed new site. 
The Parish Council has been sent a response sheet to complete concerning the Market Drayton  Town Council Neighbourhood Plan.  Cllr Eardley requested that the sheet is completed at the next meeting.  Support will also be sought for Norton in Hales PC commencing the Neighbourhood Plan process at the next meeting.  Chairs of Norton in Hales and Moreton Say to meet with Paul Nash to complete the 3 parish complex – 1st tranche of feasibility study.  Encroachment onto neighbouring Parish Councils and location of sports grounds.  Norton in Hales can object on the basis that it is registered as rural countryside in SAMDev and that it would like to start its own Neighbourhood Plan as the Parish would like control of its own future.  
All agreed to advertise this subject which will be put forward for discussion in the public session.
