ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

1 Cllr Eardley welcomed everyone to the meeting at 7:35pm; four members of the public were in attendance.  Mr Rigby brought forward the condition of the pavements in the village and asked if the Parish Council has any plans to upgrade these as the stone kerbs are wearing out.  These are being repaired as and when required by concrete despite being in a conservation area.  Councillors discussed and suggested asking Highways for a condition report.  This item could also be put in the Place Plan for area enhancement in association with the pub car park.  The condition of the kerbs will become a Health and safety issue if people are falling over as a result of the deterioration.  
Tom Shepley brought forward a request for additional equipment more suitable for older children in the playground who otherwise have to travel to Market Drayton to use the skate park.  Cllr Tydeman informed the Meeting that there may be portable ramps for use in North Shropshire.  Clerk to contact LJC rep.  Councillors discussed potential locations.  To take forward.  
A resident queried the use of Pear Tree Croft being used as a site entrance for the new housing development.  Resident queried why the Horsewash and main site entrance isn’t being used rather than through the housing.  Cllr Cadwallader to investigate if the road has been adopted by Shropshire Council.  Cllr Tydeman suggested that any works in the village should operate in a sympathetic manner to local residents whilst works are on going.  Councillors to approach site manager to discuss how to progress and resolve this matter.  


2 Report from the Retiring Chair
Cllr Eardley gave his report as retiring Chair. 
3 Unitary Councillor’s Report
Cllr Cadwallader eported the relationship between Norton and Shropshire Council has been relatively quiet apart from planning over the year.  No individual correspondence received apart from on planning matters – all other areas of communication have been generated through the Parish Council. Relief to have SAMDev in place finally – the SAMDev plan will be under constant review to keep it up to date and ongoing.  Finances – under intense financial pressure as are all local authorities. Large percentage goes on adult social care – aging population costs escalating – new methods and ways of working constantly being looked at in this area to keep costs down.  Rest of finances continue to be under pressure as a result.  More services will have to be taken on by town and larger parish councils.  As responsibilities grow more accountability will fall on the Parish Councils so more people becoming involved is essential.  Councillors discussed local groups including the school and how to involve more people in the community’s future – vacancy on the council for 12 months.  Tribute should be paid to Brian Gillow who sadly passed away.  Cllr Tydeman and Cllr Cadwallader gave apologies and left the Meeting.
