Minutes of the Extraordinary Parish Council Meeting held on 26th September 2017 at the Jubilee Hall

1. Welcome & Public Session

Cllr Eardley opened the Meeting at 7:30pm welcoming Cllr P Nash from Adderley to the Meeting.  Two members of the public were present.  Representations were received from the public relating to the amendments to planning application 17/03643/REM which was discussed at the last meeting. Concerns over the location of the 3 storey house were raised.  Requests for replacing hedging were made once the visibility splay has been created.

5 Shropshire Council’s Draft Car Parking Strategy – to enable Councillors to consider/agree a response
The consultation was discussed. Councillors agreed that the changes proposed were more suited to Shrewsbury than to the smaller market towns.  Residents are encouraged to respond.  The impact of the changes on the already fragile economy of Market Drayton was of concern. Clerk to respond accordingly.

Planning -  To consider amended applications as per amended plans received 11/09/17:

Address:  Proposed Residential Development East Of, Beswicks Lane, Norton In Hales, Shropshire

Proposal:  Reserved matters (access, appearance, layout, scale) pursuant to 14/01121/OUT for residential development of twelve dwellings with formation of estate roads, garaging and parking areas

Applicant: Belford Homes Ltd & Wendy Andrews (Lower Farm, Ridgwardine, Market Drayton, Shropshire, TF9 3TR)

Councillors reviewed the plans noting that the footway width is narrower than standard.  Queries over the access road regarding suitability for refuse collections, fuel deliveries etc were discussed as the lack of apparent turning space was a concern.  Clerk to respond to Shropshire Council.

Shropshire Council’s Local Plan Review -  to enable Councillors to consider/agree a response to Adderley Parish Council’s proposal to become a 3 Parish ‘Cluster’ for the purposes of undertaking a complex Neighbourhood Plan 

Cllr Nash gave an update as to the current position of the Market Drayton Town Council Neighbourhood Plan. The Steering Group last sat in April and has since been disbanded.  The plan has now been taken over in house by the Town Council.  The Chair of the Steering Group has resigned. This plan prompted proposal of a complex plan between the 3 parishes of Adderley, Moreton Say and Norton In Hales in order to define planning law for those areas.  A NP will add detail to Shropshire Council’s Local Plan.  There are strong local landscape assests which should be reflected in planning law.  If the housing land supply dips below 5 years the NP will protect the areas up to 3 years.  Grants will need to be applied for to undertake a plan as well as appointing consultants to assist with legal requirements.  As areas of the parishes have been included in the MDTC NP they cannot be incorporated into a joint plan but if the MDTC plan fails at inspection level they could be included later.  The CiL return would increase to 25%.  Cllr Tresadern proposed forming a cluster to enable undertaking a NP, seconded by Cllr Pennie, all agreed.  This will be conveyed to Shropshire Council.

Finance
An invoice for room hire was received.  It was proposed for payment by Cllr Eardley, seconded by Cllr Edwards rather than holding it over until the next meeting in November.  All agreed.

Final details for the Celebration Evening were discussed and decided.  

The Clerk gave a CiL update as previously requested.  The current total stands at £247,290.66, with a Neighbourhood Fund amount of £37,093.63 (15%).  Local fund is £178,049.28.  The Bearstone Road site is paid up to date.  9 plots have been started with 5 being self builds.  

There being no further business the Chair thanked everyone for attending and closed the Meeting at 8:45pm.
