Norton in Hales Parish Council Meeting held via Zoom on 10th November 2020

1. Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements  & Public Session 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting declaring it open at 7:36pm.  Apologies were received from Cllr J Nixon. There were no announcements.  


2. To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation Requests 
Cllr Eardley declared an interest in the Chapel Lane planning application.


3. Approval of the Minutes : To approve the Minutes of the Remote Parish Council Meeting held on 8th September 2020
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. They were proposed as a true and accurate record by Cllr Sadler, seconded by Cllr Tresadern, all agreed.

Action taken and matters arising from the Minutes (which are not otherwise included on the agenda)
a) Reports from: 

i)
Unitary Councillor 
Cllr Aldcroft reported that Shropshire Council was sending out a lot of information about Covid 19 with positive cases having now been reported in all but one electoral division in Shropshire. It seems to now be creeping into the rural areas.  The Government has confirmed that there will be no elections before 6th May 2021.  He gave an update on School meals for children over Christmas.  Car parking charges may be suspended for most of December.  The Clerk asked if Market Drayton Town Council is currently pursuing the development of the marina site and if it intends to re-commence work on its Neighbourhood Plan. Cllr Aldcroft confirmed that there is some interest from a developer for the site which is featured in Shropshire Council’s Local Plan with an emphasis on retails and housing.  Cllr Eardley reminded the Meeting that NIH holds most of this land and asked Cllr Aldcroft to be mindful of NIH’s interest as and when plans are being considered.  The Parish Council would like to be kept informed of any developments.   There has been an offer of c20 acres near the marina site for sports facilities, however, Cllr Aldcroft confirmed that the Longford Turning site is the preferred location. There has been a suggestion that the Maurice Chandler Centre may move to the site next to the marina.  Market Drayton Town Council is waiting to see the effects of the Local Plan before making a decision about re-starting its Neighbourhood Plan.  

ii)
Councillors /Clerk
Cllr Eardley confirmed that the Best Front Garden competition results are going into the December edition of the Bradlingstone.  It will also be on the village website.  
Oakley Lane’s flooding issues are as yet unresolved. Shropshire Council continues to pump the water out at a cost of c£400 per visit.  This issue was reported, and a site visit held with Highways, a year ago.  AR Richards quoted for the job which was passed to Highways.  The lack of action has resulted in a lot of inconvenience for residents and time and money for Shropshire Council.

Cllr Sadler confirmed that due to the pandemic not much progress has been made. The questionnaires were due on 31st October.  Councillors confirmed that they had received their copies.

Betton 




The potholes have all been dealt with.  A footpath style is due for replacement.  Ditch concerns were raised for Betton Moss Farm.

Norton in Hales



Potholes reported from Rooms Farm to the village.  The kerbs on Main Road near Forge Lane are deteriorating. Clerk to report for inspection.  

‘No through road’ sign pole by Forge Lane in need of sanding and repainting. Clerk to arrange. 

Bus shelter – guttering and water butt requirement – site visit with Chairman/handyman required. Clerk to arrange. 

Pavement from School to Hinds Head to be reported for inspection due to safety concerns.

General issues to inc dog waste bins; footpaths
Persistent dog fouling issues reported around the Mynd and Beswick Lane areas. Cllr Sadler to liaise with the dog warden.  Cllr Mason suggested installing CCTV cameras.  The Clerk raised concerns about GDPR and advised that a Parish Council has the powers to issue fixed penalty notices for offenders.  To monitor and take forward for further consideration.

Address:  Former Yard At Norton Farm, Main Road, Norton In Hales, Shropshire
Proposal:  Temporary Siting of Mobile Site Office for a period of 18 months
Councillors agreed that while there was no objection to the 'temporary' re-siting of the mobile site office however a time restriction should be conditioned on any permission given. A suitable location should be chosen so that neighbouring properties are not inconvenienced by the site office ie not in close proximity with existing residential dwellings. Some concerns were raised by Councillors over number of vehicles which can be parked on site due to possible loss of amenity for neighbouring properties with increased vehicle movements accessing the site. The Clerk will request that the relocation is handled taking into account maintaining residential amenity for existing residential dwellings.

c)
Footpaths: to enable Councillors to discuss any footpath concerns

Cllr Eardley reported that the permissive footpath scheme for Norton Wood Farm has now ended.  It was necessary to close the path so that it did not become a permanent established right of way.  If a new scheme is started by the ELV it may be re-opened next Spring.  
Footpath from Moss Lane to Betton Wood has a broken style which needs repairing.  Concerns were raised over some footpaths/routes which need re-registering by 2026 to ensure that they stay open for use.  Clerk to check path with Outdoor Recreation. 
A concern was raised about the footpath adjacent to the Chapel Lane site which is now in the hands of the receiver. A complaint has been received about the surface of the path and the entrance gates.  A temporary wooden gate installed requires maintenance to make it safe. The Planning Officer has confirmed that this route did not have a previous disabled access.  The Clerk confirmed that Shropshire Council has only one type of gate available for use, they do not supply gates specific for use in conservation areas.  A resident has complained about the appearance of the gate, believing it to not be ‘in keeping’ with the area.  The planning permission for this site was passed at Appeal not by Shropshire Council, therefore no specific conditions were attached to it regarding the footpath finish.  Final responsibility for the path is unknown.  There is an issue with kerbing by the footpath entrance and the neighbouring property which has been taken up with Shropshire Council.  The Clerk recommended that the Parish Council does not carry out any works to the path or the gates without landowner permission.  This matter requires investigation.
