The Council is able to demonstrate a balanced budget for the next financial year. Due to the level of spending involved in Adult/Social Care it may not be able to present a balanced budget thereafter.  Government grants have been awarded for roads (£59m), a new Olympic sized pool in Sundorne, a new pool for Whitchurch (£16m for both), £11m for the Oswestry Business Park, £11.7m for Schools, £4.5m for Bridgnorth, £3.2m for the rollout of the new recycling bins available from April, and £28m for the NW relief road.

Having paid BT in October they have still not given a date for works to commence despite several attempts by the Chairman and Clerk to extract one from them. They have cited lack of an accredited contractor as the reason.  Councillors agreed, proposed by Cllr Sadler and seconded by Cllr  Cole, that the Clerk should write and request a response giving either a commencement date or a full refund and written approval for a scheme of works with another contractor within 14 days after which a Solicitor will be engaged to pursue the matter.  Resolved.
Councillors further discussed the need for a wayleave for an electric cable.  Cllr Eardley to liaise with the Hinds Head.  The new lights for the car park will be delivered on Friday, following approval from the Planning Department.
