[bookmark: _Hlk108618249]68/22	Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session  The Chairman declared the Meeting open at 7:30pm announcing a one minute’s silence in memory of HM Queen Elizabeth II.  
The Chairman informed all those present that this meeting will be shortened to deal with essential business only as a mark of respect.
One member of the public attended the Meeting. 
Apologies were received from Cllrs Edwards, Sadler and Groom.
Cllr Eardley reported that an invitation was sent out on Friday by the Lord Lieutenant’s office, via SALC, to attend the reading of the Proclamation in Shrewsbury at 1pm which didn’t initially stipulate that a representative of each Parish Council could attend. A further email was sent on Saturday which clarified Parish Councils were invited, however as the Parish Council office is generally unmanned over the weekend, this was not received until Sunday.  A copy of the Proclamation has been displayed on the website and notice board.
The member of the public reported that he is standing down as Chairman from the community website committee after 18 years. Cllr Cole is to take over his role.  He read an extract from the first set of minutes from 2004 as a reminder of the history as it originally came under the umbrella of the Parish Council. Cllr Cole was joined by other members of the Parish Council in thanking him for his involvement and contribution. 
The resident raised road closure signs which have not been removed and some potholes on triangle at Betton and Betton Wood Road which require attention.

75/22	Community car park – to discuss: 
-	Car charging points/electricity supply – to consider commissioning details
Cllr Eardley updated fellow Councillors on the progress of commissioning the car charging points. Councillors opted to proceed with Vend Electric’s premium level service.  Cllr Eardley proposed uptake and will make the first payment to commission the supply and will seek reimbursement from the Parish Council.  Councillors were in full agreement with this proposal and permission for Cllr Eardley to make the first payment and seek reimbursement was proposed by Cllr Moulson, seconded by Cllr Cliff, all agreed. Resolved. 
Paddocks will attend on site to undertake the commissioning.  
Cllr Cliff proposed, seconded by Cllr Cole to commission the units and proceed as planned, all agreed. Resolved. 
The Councillors discussed the benefit to the local community, visitors and neighbouring parishes.  Councillors noted that residents may find the facility useful when purchasing electric cars as the installation of home chargers can take up to one month, leaving them without the ability to charge their cars in the interim.  Visitors to Norton and perhaps neighbouring parishes will benefit from the facility also.  Councillors agreed that the car chargers need to self support and any surplus made will be an earmarked reserve for any ongoing and long term maintenance of the car park.  It will also help to pay for the car park lighting energy costs.  The Parish  Council will be required to register with HMRC for VAT even though it is anticipated that the VAT total output will be less than £1000 per annum. Action: Clerk to contact HMRC.
