1. Welcome & Public Session

Cllr Eardley welcomed everyone to the Meeting opening proceedings at 7:31pm.  There were no members of the public present.
2. Present, Apologies  and/or Absent 

Cllr Tresadern queried the finish of the footpath by the Beswicks Lane development.  Cllr Tavernor confirmed that the development would not be signed off unless all planning conditions have been met.  This falls within the remit of Shropshire Council.
3. Declaration of Disclosable Pecuniary or any other Interests

No declarations were received. 


4 Dispensations of DPIs if required
No dispensations were requested.

5 To receive and approve the Year End Accounts 
The Councillors acknowledged receipt of the year end figures as circulated by the Clerk. 

6 To receive the Internal Auditor’s report

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Internal Auditor’s report for the year ending 2017/18 accounts noting comments.  The Chair signed the report as acknowledgement of receipt.  

7
Completion of the AGAR to include completion of the Annual Governance Statement and Certificate of Exemption

i) The Clerk read the annual governance statement asking the Councillors to consider the statements and respond as appropriate. The form was duly completed and approved as proposed by Cllr Groom, seconded by Cllr Tavernor. All agreed.

ii) The Councillors acknowledged receipt of the annual accounting statements 2017-18, including a year end bank reconciliation and analysis of variance spreadsheet. 
Cllr Eardley proposed the statements to be accurate, seconded by Cllr Groom, all agreed. Cllr Eardley duly signed Section 2 of the AGAR, all agreed. Cllr Eardley and the Clerk duly signed the accounting statement. 
iii) Acknowledging that neither the gross income nor the gross annual expenditure has exceeded £25000 Cllr Eardley proposed that the Council applies for exemption from returning the Annual Governance and Accountability Return to the external auditor for a limited assurance review, seconded by Cllr Edwards, all agreed.  The Chair and Clerk duly completed the Certificate of Exemption as required.

Joint Neighbourhood Plan: To agree the wording of the justification submission to Shropshire Council
The Chair read the letter received from Adderley Parish Council outlining the proposed wording of the justification statement to be submitted to Shropshire Council for the purposes of undertaking a 3 parishes joint neighbourhood plan.  Cllr Nixon proposed approving the wording, seconded by Cllr Tavernor, all agreed. 

9
To approve invoices/payments requiring payment  
Following the decision to accept a quote at the Annual Meeting for insurance, Councillors considered the quotes for insurance renewal for 2018-19 re-presented by the Clerk. The Clerk highlighted concerns over the differing financial provisions for street furniture, playground equipment etc between the two policies. Cllr Eardley proposed accepting the quote from Came & Co in order to ensure adequate cover, seconded by Cllr Nixon, all agreed. 
Other invoices for payment from Owens Memorials, Eon and the Jubilee Hall were proposed for payment by Cllr Tavernor, seconded by Cllr Nixon, all agreed. Cheques duly signed.

The Clerk reported that Scottish Power are not taking new customers for unmetered supply, nor are Shropshire Council.  The only alternative quote that has been obtained was more expensive than NPower.  Cllr Tavernor proposed keeping the energy supply with NPower, seconded by Cllr Nixon, all agreed. Clerk to arrange.
