Community car park – Car charging points/electricity supply; Request for height restricting barrier; maintenance

Cllr Eardley reported contract for 1 year’s energy supply is in place and the meter should be installed within the next 2-3 weeks.  Cllr Eardley updated the Meeting as to the next steps to commission the car charging units.  Rates for charging points to be obtained from other local councils with charging points already commissioned. 
Cllr Mouslon now has a car park maintenance group to water and weed the beds.  She is asking for permission for a compost bin to be installed.  
Councillors discussed local residents using the car park overnight. No overnight parking is permitted. Clerk to arrange a windscreen note to alert drivers to the no overnight parking rule.
The Clerk updated member about the responses received from Highways, Conservation and Planning regarding the installation of a barrier.  
The Clerk further updated the Councillors with the response received from the Planning and Conservation Departments regarding moving the kiosk to a more central location and also different arrangements possible for barriers.  Any barrier would need to be set back slightly and keep the colour dark to lessen the visual impact for the conservation area.  The Councillors agreed to hold a site visit to assess the proposal. It will be vital not to disturb any foundations, drains, cables.  Under the terms of the lease arrangement the Parish Council is contractually obliged to install a gate.   Cllr Eardley stated that a sleeve has been installed for a gate post so a pole for a barrier could potentially be put into the sleeve.  Members agreed that a gate would seem impractical.  To cost it out for the September meeting and undertake a risk assessment.  
Councillors discussed the feasibility of moving the phone kiosk ie the cost of installing a concrete pad, moving it etc.  Councillors agreed to raise the proposition in the Bradlingstone for community feedback.
