1. Chair’s Welcome/Announcements & Public Session

The Chair welcomed everyone to the July Meeting of the Parish Council and opened the Meeting at 7:30pm.  Three members of the public were present.  The Chair announced that the Parish Council would host a meeting in the Autumn to introduce and explain the 3 Parish Plan.  Norton in Hales was very much under represented at the last Steering Group Meeting.  Views and support are much needed from the Community in order to establish aims and aspirations for future of the Parish in order to take the Joint Neighbourhood Plan forward. 
It was reported that there is a need for green and black bins at the remote graveyard. The Clerk was asked to request.  

A grant request for £200 towards the village fete was received.  

Two members of the public followed up a previous request for adult gym equipment to be installed at the recreation ground. A quote had been obtained for £6.5k.  The applicants were asked to obtain additional quotes, recommending Wicksteed and Ray Parry to comply with the Parish Council’s financial regulations.  The Clerk explained how the Neighbourhood Fund element of CiL money works in terms of identifying and prioritising projects for spend within the Place Plan. The applicants were asked to submit projected maintenance costs.  External funding sources to be investigated.  A resident queried the surface of a local footpath and its ownership.  The path is a rural countryside path and is not required to be surfaced. The Chair will approach the landowner to check long term upkeep and surface intentions.
WW1 100 year celebrations were raised at the Annual Meeting and were positively received. To review tonight.

Shropshire Council: Regulation 16 of the Neighbourhood Planning Regulations:  representations invited as part of a public consultation on the submission version of the Market Drayton Neighbourhood Plan – to enable Councillors to formulate a response to the consultation
Councillors discussed the MD NP and agreed to formally object to the inclusion of land from within Norton in Hales Parish being included within the MD NP.  Councillors agreed to objecto n the basis of lack of formal or proper consultation throughout the process. The inclusion would bring no material benefits to the Parish and Councillors agreed that they anticipate a second attempt at a governance review to change the boundary to include the area within the MD Town Council’s boundary in due course if the Plan is ratified.  It was noted that at the most recent presentation meeting hosted by the MD TC Clerk (no Councillors were present to represent the Council’s NP steering group), yet again no hard copies of maps were available and that a new allocation for housing had been included, which had not been formally consulted upon, in the Longford area. Councillors queried access arrangements to the Marina area, via a weight restricted bridge, and expressed the view that the town should receive more investment, rather than taking business outside.  Concerns were raised about the areas land proposed for use in the Plan ie flood plains, mineral safeguarded area.  The Councillors agreed that the Clerk should complete the response form, circulate it for additions/amendments/final approval, then submit.   Cllr Eardley proposed, seconded by Cllr Edwards, all agreed. Resolved.
