Clerk recommended that Councillors take into consider that the Environmental Maintenance Grant is unlikely to be given out for the next financial year. Previously received £2262 
Councillors discussed the level of precept required for 2018-19. This year the PC can apply for £13999 which will return a 0% increase on a Band D property.

· Precept request – To enable Councillors to determine the level of precept required for 2018-19 – Councillors discussed 0% increase which would be £13999 –Councillors considered the budget as presented at the November meeting (LG Finance Act 1992 s50)raising the precept in line with inflation -  3% inflation which would mean a precept request of £14418.97  - Councillors considered the need to upgrade the street lighting to LED which will lower maintenance and supply costs.  The car park will require a contribution from the Parish Council.  Cllr Tavernor proposed applying for a precept of £14400, seconded by Cllr Groom all agreed (LG Finance Act 1992 s41).  Councillors factored in future grants – the ‘ In Bloom’ group will start again this year.
