1. Welcome & Public Session
Cllr Eardley welcomed everyone to the meeting and opened proceedings at 7:30pm. Seven members of the public attended the Meeting.  Cllr Eardley reminded the public about the upcoming elections, both divisional and Town and Parish.  Mr Rigby confirmed his application to the council for £100 to produce walking leaflets for the local area to illustrate where the 2 circular walks area.  Mrs Walton enquired if there are any regulations controlling the building site behind her house in Napley Drive.  She complained about the behaviour of the work people, working hours being operated and general mess.  Cllr Eardley affirmed that operation conditions are laid down by Shropshire Council not the Parish Council.   A representative from the building site confirmed that the schedule is being complied with and they are building 2 houses this month. Friends of Norton requested monies for adult gym equipment for the playground.  Clerk recommended the ‘Get Shropshire Active’ website and recommended contacting Nicola Fisher for grant information.  Cllr Eardley confirmed that the Parish Council looks after the children’s play equipment. The Friends are looking for funds in the region of £6k.  Ongoing maintenance will need to be considered.  Cllr Eardley said he would speak to the Playing Fields Assoc. He recommended getting a plan together and coming back.  A resident asked if a power supply be moved to the bus shelter for flower sales and Christmas events.  Mr and Mrs Dutton thanked the Parish Council for getting the street light repaired. They have been investigating bus service provision for Norton in Hales and will report back.  PC Members reminded residents that North Salop Wheelers provide a service, details can be found on the website.  A resident mentioned that the grass at the end of Napley Drive has no kerbing and it is being driven over by tractors – any possibility of having kerb installed?  Meres and mosses maintain this.  Councillors to investigate if the kerb has been buried under overgrown grass/vegetation.
