1. Welcome & Public Session
The Chair welcomed everyone to the Meeting.  One member of the public was present.  Mr Lucas raised the matter of litter with the Councillors and asked for it to be put on the agenda for January – he requested a litter pick be organised particularly for the entrance of the village from the Market Drayton area.  Cllr Eardley updated the Meeting with a report from the last LJC working group meeting which highlighted that Shropshire Council will drastically cut verge cutting services in the rural areas.  This will also need to be addressed by the PC in particular when setting next financial year’s budget and precept.  Councillors agreed that this item would be included on the January agenda.

Complex Neighbourhood Plan between Norton in Hales, Moreton Say and Adderley Parish Council: To enable Councillors to discuss prior to joint Parishes Meeting to be held on 15th December and to Agree a Task and Action Plan
Cllr Eardley gave a report from last week’s Market Drayton Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group meeting.  Cllr Eardley reported that he had made it quite clear that the Parish Council is dissatisfied with the ‘consultation’ process during the plan and that the Plan does not have support from Norton in Hales for areas of land from the Parish to be included.  Cllr Eardley reported that the meeting considered all of the replies received.  The ‘3’ Parishes (Norton, Adderley & Moreton Say) are not the only objectors to the Plan.  Cllr Nash from Adderley has now registered the intent of the 3 parishes to undertake a ‘complex’ Plan. He highlighted that it is a lot of work but it would give ultimate control of our own destinies.  Councillors discussed the matter and expressed the view that in order to adequately represent the residents undertaking a Plan was the only route forward.  Cllr Edwards expressed the view that taking the recreation field out of the town is not well thought out.  In light of the new SAMDev consultation starting a Neighbourhood Plan would reconfirm the aspiration of the parish.  Councillors discussed the overall concept of a complex plan and potential costs.  Most cost effective option is to undertake the process in conjunction with Neighbouring parishes.  Feasibility study to be carried out as a first stage which should start to highlight costs.  If building takes place at the Victoria Wharf as suggested it would be calculated on the urban rate not the rural rate, which is half the amount.  A brief discussion was held on the responses received to the draft plan.  Councillors noted that a proper ‘consultation’ has not taken place so Norton’s views have not been able to be put forward eg alternative suggestions for a recreation field location.  Council Members noted that the Parish Council has received information from Market Drayton Town Council about their plan and have attended the steering group meetings to monitor progress, but no formal consultation process has been undertaken or in person representation made at any point in the process.  Cllr Cliff  proposed that the Parish Council should forge ahead with the intention to investigate undertaking a complex plan with the other 2 Parishes, seconded by Cllr Edwards, all agreed. Resolved.

Market Drayton Neighbourhood Plan: To discuss and review the consultation process
Councillors reviewed the Market Drayton Town Council Meeting Minutes and timeline of the plan and noted the lack of official consultation.  Cllr Eardley reported that there has been a suggestion that proper process has not been followed by the Parish Council in making its response.   Councillors agreed that they were satisfied that Cllr Tydeman had represented the Parish Council’s views accurately at the Steering Group Meetings.

Governance Review: To discuss and review procedure at half year in preparation for completion of Annual Governance Statement completion at Year End: 
Councillors agreed that, having consulted the Annual Return Governance Review compliance checklist, all stages are adhered to and policy complied with.  
Going forward Councillors agreed that, to ensure that best practice in discussion is complied with, all discussions have task and action points allocated and agreed.  Proposed by Cllr Eardley seconded by Cllr Groom, all agreed.  Resolved.
